Platform Presents is a Naarm-based arts collective bringing
people together through bold, thoughtful and unexpected
art experiences. From pop-up exhibitions to immersive
parties, we blur the lines between disciplines and spaces
to spark connection and curiosity.

We take 20% commission for all art sales made during this period.

We’re on the lookout for
bold, visual artworks that
bring colour, energy and
curiosity into shared spaces. 

We welcome photography, illustration,
painting, digital art and mixed media. This
program is specifically for 2D works only,
so we’re unable to accept sculptures,
video works or soundscapes.

As Howler is a family-friendly venue, we
ask that all submitted work is suitable for a
general public audience. This means
artwork should avoid explicit or overly
graphic content, including anything that
might be considered profane or unsettling
for a broad audience.

Artists of all experience levels are
welcome to apply. We especially
encourage submissions from First Nations
artists, Bla(c)k artists, artists of colour,
disabled and neurodiverse artists, and
those who are LGBTQIA+, trans or gender
diverse.
